(The second estimate may be one
generated by an industry accepted Cost Estimator.)

Expense The dollar amount within which the Servicer may complete needed work without seeking written pre-approval from
Limit Freddie Mac via PAID. Any work completed within the Expense Limit must also comply with the Unit Price requirements
outlined above.
